Essential Agreements

Simple guidelines to regulate your children’s behaviour that
you get your class to agree to.

Threats

Threats are things that can cause damage
or danger. Animals are facing threats such
as deforestation, pollution, and poaching,

Threats can cause more and more animals
to disappear.

Threatened Animals

Threatened animals are at risk of disappearing from Earth in
the near future. This usually means there are very few of
these animails left, or that they are dying at a much faster
rate than usual.

Arboreal

Animals that are arboreal lives in trees.
They rarely visit the ground. Arboreal animals
are also called tree-dwelling animails.

Deforestation

Deforestation occurs when large amounts of trees are cut
down. Forests are cleared for many reasons, including the
need to create farmlands and plantations, or to make space
for buildings.

Plantation

Plantations are large pieces of land where crops are
grown to produce rubber, coffee, teq, sugar, etc.

Some suggestions:

Find out more about local animals through videos listed
under Additional resources.

Include a home-school project that requires
parents’ participation.

Provide children with recycled materials or nature’s
loose parts to create their own props.

Encourage children to share why it is important to take
care of nature.

As a class, discuss the possible calls-to-action that
children can take:

Share their favourite local animal with friends
and families.

Remind adults to drive slowly around forested areas.
Dispose of rubbish properly. Do not litter.

Call for help when encountering injured animals.
